flippant  (adjective) - Not showing a serious or respectful attitude

gloat  (verb) - To enjoy thinking about one's own success that came about at the expense of another's misfortune

goad  (verb) - To provoke or annoy someone so as to stimulate some action or reaction

gossip  (noun) - Informal conversation or stories, often of a trivial or sensational nature, about others.

grudgingly  (adjective) - In a reluctant or resentful manner

gruff  (adjective) - An impatient, rude, and unfriendly way of speaking

guff  (noun) - Trivial, worthless, or insolent talk or ideas

hassle  (noun) - Irritating inconvenience
